In Year 5 and Year 6, your child will continue to participate in the 

Renaissance Accelerated Reader program. This guide is designed to 

answer your questions about Accelerated Reader. If you have additional 

questions, please contact your child’s English teacher or visit the 

Renaissance website at: www.renlearn.co.uk  

 

What Is Accelerated Reader? 
Accelerated Reader is a computer program that provides teachers with 

information required to monitor children's reading practice. 

 

Initially, your child will take an on-line assessment (STAR assessment) 

at the start of the year which will inform teachers of their reading level. 

Using this pre-determined reading level, your child will be given a book 

to read at his/her own pace.  

 

When your child finishes reading a book, they will take a short quiz 

(measuring comprehension, vocabulary growth and development of 

literacy skills) on the computer/iPad and will be given immediate 

feedback. A pass mark of 85% or above is an indication that your child 

understood what they read.  

 

Children using Accelerated Reader choose their own books to read, 

rather than having one assigned to them. This makes reading more 

enjoyable as they can choose books that are of interest to them. 

 

The STAR assessment is repeated at least once every half-term to ensure 

your child is reading a book at a level that is appropriately challenging 

for them.  

 

Using Accelerated Reader, we have found that reluctant readers begin to 

read for pleasure and voluntarily read other texts. 

 

How much will my child read during the school day? 

Your child will have at least 20-minutes of independent reading during 

each school day.  

 

How can I help my child become a better reader? 

Regular reading will improve performance, fluency and comprehension. 

Encourage your child to read at home and discuss books that each of you 

have read. When reading with your child, stop and ask questions to 

check your child’s understanding of the text.  

 

What if my child does not like reading? 

Using Accelerated Reader, your child will choose the books he/she 

wants to read. The teacher will make certain the book is at the right level 

so that after completing the book, your child should do well on the 

Accelerated Reader Reading Practice Quiz. Success on the quiz will 

encourage your child to read more. With guidance from the teacher and 

experiencing success, even students who say they do not like reading 

will develop a love of reading. 

 

How will I know how my child is doing? 

Your child will record their score (out of 100%) in their planner along 

with any new vocabulary they have encountered. A report is produced 

after a child takes a quiz, showing their understanding of the book and 

cumulative data over the school year. This data then supports teachers in 

their assessment of your child.   
 

Parents’ Guide to MyON 

Children in Year 5 and Year 6 have the opportunity to be part of a digital 

library – MyOn. MyOn works alongside Accelerated Reader, providing 

children with access to more than 6000 digital books. This increases 

their access to reading materials, therefore increasing reading 

engagement and growth. The books are matched to children’s reading 

level and their interests. 

 

Teachers may assign homework through MyOn or children can “free-

read” books of their choice and interest. MyOn gives access to a quiz on 

each book, and progress can be monitored

What Is Accelerated Reader? 
Accelerated Reader is a computer program that provides teachers with 

information required to monitor children's reading practice. 

 

Initially, your child will take an on-line assessment (STAR assessment) 

at the start of the year which will inform teachers of their reading level. 

Using this pre-determined reading level, your child will be given a book 

to read at his/her own pace.  

 

When your child finishes reading a book, they will take a short quiz 

(measuring comprehension, vocabulary growth and development of 

literacy skills) on the computer/iPad and given immediate feedback. 

(Passing the quiz - 85% pass mark - is an indication that your child 

understood what they read.) Accelerated Reader gives both children and 

teachers feedback based on the quiz results, which the teacher then uses 

to help your child set targets and direct ongoing reading practice. 

 

If your child does not do well on a quiz, the teacher will help him/her: 

 Choose another book at a level that is more appropriate. 

 Ask more probing questions as your child reads and before taking a 

quiz. 

 Pair your child with another pupil, or have the book read to your child. 

 

Children using Accelerated Reader choose their own books to read, 

rather than having one assigned to them. This makes reading more 

enjoyable as they can choose books that are of interest to them. 

 

 

 
 

Parents’ Guide to Times Tables Rock Stars

When it comes to times tables, speed and accuracy are important – the 

more facts you child remembers, the easier it is for them to do harder 

calculations.  

 

Times Tables Rock Stars is a fun and challenging programme designed to 

help students master the times tables! 

 

To be a times table rock star you need to answer any multiplication fact 

up to 12x12 in less than 3 seconds.  

 

Game Modes 

 

Single Player  

Garage - the questions will only come from the times tables the teacher 

has set for the week. It will include multiplication and division 

questions. 

 

As pupils start to answer questions, TT Rock Stars works out which facts 

they take longer on and will give them more of these questions to 

answer. The Garage is best for getting quicker at a few facts. Players get 

10 coins per question. 

 

Studio - the questions in the Studio can be anything from 1×1 up to 

12×12.  

 

TT Rock Stars calculates the mean response time from their last 10 

games in the Studio and translates that time into a Rock Status. 

 

 

Rock Status  

 

≤ 1 sec/qu = Rock Hero 

≤ 2 secs/qu = Rock Legend 

≤ 3 secs/qu = Rock Star 

≤ 4 secs = Headliner 

≤ 5 secs/qu = Support Act 

≤ 6 secs/qu = Breakthrough Artist 

≤ 7 secs/qu = Unsigned Act 

≤ 8 secs/qu = Gigger 

≤ 9 secs/qu = Busker 

≤ 10 secs/qu = Garage Rocker 

> 10 secs/qu = Wannabe 

If you don’t play in the Studio, you don’t get a Rock Status. 

Players earn 1 coin per question and the Studio is the place for them to 

set their best time across all the tables.  

Soundcheck – When you play Soundcheck, you get 20 questions each 

with a 5-second time limit. The questions are multiplication only and 

evenly weighted in terms of difficulty each time you play. Players earn 5 

coins per correct answer. 

Multiplayer  

Rock Arena - The Rock Arena allows players to compete against all 

other members of their Band (their Bandmates would need to join the 

same game in order to compete together).  

 

A new Rock Arena game starts every 15 seconds. Once the clock starts 

they race to answer more questions than the others. In the Rock Arena, 

questions will only come from the times tables the teacher has set for the 

week, similar to the Garage.  They earn 1 coin per correct answer. 

 

Rock Festival - The Rock Festival games are open to players from 

around the world. Like the Arena, there is no limit to the number of 

players who can join a game; however, unlike the Arena, questions are 

selected at random from 1×1 to 12×12.  

 

Pupils might choose the Rock Festival if they were playing at home (and 

therefore couldn't easily synchronise playing against a classmate) or 

wanted to compete against others not in their Band. They earn 1 coin per 

correct answer.
